Joel 2 verse 15 TNIV 

February is the month set apart 

for our annual corporate fast in 

all the parishes of the Redeemed 

Christian Church of God 

(RCCG). But please remember , 

it is not meant to be a mere reli-
gious ritual but a time of deeper 

communion and intimacy with 

God.

We cannot let the enemy constantly remind us of 
our failures and convince us that our shortcomings define who we are. Instead, we must hold on 
to God's Word in 2 Corinthians 5:17 and allow Him to renew our lives (Romans 12:1ñ2) and also 
hold on to the  hope that one day we will  appear just as he is  (1 John 3:2).
